Explanatory note for field visit

This worksheet will guide participants through the field visit in Session XXX. The aim of the visit is for participants to practice completing a WASH FIT assessment. The visit will last two hours.

Understand how to conduct a WASH FIT assessment, be familiar with a range of evaluation techniques (observation, questions, photos), collect real-life data which will be used as the basis for developing a WASH FIT plan in Session XXX.

Instructions
You and your team will be given one domain to assess. Before beginning the assessment, carefully read through each of the indicators for your domain(s). Familiarize yourself with each indicator and consider how you will measure it. As a group, walk around the facility and fill in each indicator.  Do not be afraid to ask questions! Remember that the more information you collect, the easier it will be to complete the next step of WASH FIT. If you complete all the indicators before the end of the visit, chose another of interest to the group and complete as much as you can.  
You will need to take a clean copy of the WASH FIT Evaluation tool and a pen (do not use the form in the WASH FIT guide as this should be kept for your reference). Each member of the group should make a note of the indicators. One person should be identified at the start of the field visit to present the results in Session XXX. 

You will use the results from the assessment as the basis for developing a sample WASH FIT action plan. Keep this in mind as you go around the facility and make sure you record enough detail so that it is clear when you come to look at the results later. Consider what the facility is doing well, what is working less well, what the risks are and what could be improved. Remember to think about infrastructure and behaviors, both inside and outside the facility. 
Points to consider 
Ideas for your WASH FIT improvement plan 
· What are the strengths, hazards and risks that you have identified during the field visit? 

· What improvements could be made in relation to the issues you identified?  

· Did the staff at the facility seem motivated? 
Improvements to the indicators 
· Do you agree with all the indicators in the assessment? Are they relevant to your country? 

· Do the indicators match to national standards in your country? 

· Are there are any indicators that are missing?

Evaluation of the methodology 
· Was it easy to carry out the WASH FIT assessment? Were there any difficulties or sensitivities in collecting the information? 

· Were the instructions in the WASH FIT guide clear? How could it be improved?
